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 City Council Meeting Minutes

Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:34pm.  

Debbie gave the invocation

Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance

The Mayor recognized Daniel Miller. Daniel presented cost estimates for recent work that he had done at the center.  He did over $300 worth of work.  He proposed that for an extra $100 to his current contract of $350 for mowing, that he would continue to do work and repairs around the center, and take on the air conditioning units clean up and maintenance for up to 8 hours.  Anything over that would be paid at an hourly rate.  He also gave a bid of $450 to replace the ceiling tiles and insulation in the small East room for $450.  Freda made a motion to pay the additional $100/month, back pay the $100 for July, and pay the $450 for the ceiling tile work.  Brandon seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

The Minutes from the July 2024 meeting were presented.  Debbie made a motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Brandon seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

The financial statements for July 2024 were presented.  Brandon made a motion to accept the financials as presented.  Debbie seconded the motion.  All in favor – motion carried.

Michael gave an update on the Fire Department.  They are still trying to move the old fire truck so that the storage container can be brought in.  They are still working on getting the generator installed.  

Susan gave an update on the paneling from the Annex.  Douglas had taken a sample of the paneling and a picture of the chandeliers to a place in Dallas that specializes in antiques.  If they are interested, then they will come get etc. If they are not, then we will proceed with demolition.

Susan also noted that TXDOT says Hwy 80 is already named after WWII veterans.  She suggested that we name the pavilion after Steven White.  She also asked Debbie if a concrete slab could be used for multi purposes like basketball, pickle ball, etc.  She said it was possible.  

Susan suggested that we pay Tanis Williams a monthly stipend for all of her hard work.  Debbie suggested that we pay a minimum of $200.  Brandon made a motion that we pay her $200/month.  Terri seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.

Susan presented the quote for repair of the aerobic sprinklers in the pasture.  Brandon made a motion to accept the $500 quote. Terri seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.

The bids for tree trimming were discussed.  Brandon made a motion to accept the bid from Brian Means.  Freda seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.

Susan presented a potential solicitation ordinance.  It was decided that we do not need background checks, but that everything else looks good. Susan will rework to Fruitvale’s needs and present at next meeting.

Brandon gave an update on the EDC.  As the application to form a corporation was never filed, the EDC is not on file with the state.  Debbie made a motion to terminate the EDC at this time, with the option to reinstate with the proper paperwork in the future.  Terri seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.

The agreement with the Fire department was not discussed because there is not one at this time.

Brandon made a motion to adjourn. Freda seconded the motion. All in favor – motion carried.
